INTRODUCING CONSONANT SOUNDS

Show the page on the screen using the projector and type student responses for words beginning with the consonant sound directly onto the page.  Ten words will fit down the page.  To add more words just highlight all the student suggested words and create 2 columns.  Pages can be printed to create a classroom book students will enjoy reading.  You can also give a page to a student to write/ draw their own ideas. Or even have students illustrate the sentence on the page for a class book.
